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The antique and modern transportation:

Tramways, Peak Tramway and Automated People Mover
Both Trams and Peak Trams are the oldest electrified land transportation system in Hong Kong. Electric trams powered by 550VDC have been operating on Hong Kong Island since 1904. Presently, Hongkong Tramways Limited operates six routes on approximately 13 kilometres of double-track along the north shore of the Hong Kong Island, between Kennedy Town and Shau Kei Wan, and nearly three kilometers of single-track around Happy Valley. The company’s 163 trams, including two open-balcony trams for tourists and private hiring, are the only electrical powered double-decker tram fleet still running in the world.
The Peak Tram in Hong Kong is a cable-hauled funicular railway operated by the Peak Tramways Company Limited from Central to The Peak. The traction power is provided by a 620V DC motor. The 1.4-kilometre line began operation in 1888 and later modernized in 1989. The Peak Tram has 2 tramcars, each carries 120 passengers, and they are famous for tourist to enjoy the beautiful scenery of Victoria Harbour.
The Automated People Mover (APM) system in the Hong Kong International Airport is a modern driverless railway system powered by 3-phase 600VAC supply. The first APM line runs on exclusive guideway in tunnels between Terminal 1 and Terminal 2 of the airport since 1998.  In December 2009, the SkyPier extension commenced its operation. It effectively links the whole airport terminals from Terminal 1, Terminal 2 and Skyplaza to the Skypier by the 2.5 kilometers modernized railway which facilitates the fast transportation of passengers from air-to-sea and vice versa.
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
