a) In accordance with Clause 7.3 of the Division Rules, the Chairman of the Division shall be a Fellow of the
Institution in the corresponding Discipline of the Division unless the Learned Society Board agrees, at its
own discretion, to the nomination of or the filling of a casual vacancy under Clause 7.7(a) by a Fellow of the
Institution outside the corresponding Discipline of the Division, or a Member of status it considers equivalent to
a Fellow. He shall be elected annually, but shall not be barred from further re-election either as Chairman or as
Division Committee Member. The Chairman shall, however, not hold office as Chairman continuously for
more than two years.

The Honorary Officers of a Division shall all be Corporate Members in the corresponding Discipline of the
Division unless the Division does not have a corresponding Discipline.

b) Original copy of the nomination forms signed by those making the nomination, together with the consent in
writing of every candidate named therein to accept office, if elected, shall be forwarded to the Secretariat of the
Institution, for the attention of the Honorary Secretary of the Division, no later than fourteen calendar days
prior to the Division Annual General Meeting (AGM). No nomination will be accepted after that date.

¢) In accordance with Clauses 7.2(c) and (d) of the Division Rules, each current Division Committee shall
comprise six to fourteen Ordinary Members and three Ordinary Members of the Committee who are of 35
years of age or below.

d) In accordance with Clause 7.4 of the Division Rules, the Ordinary Members of the Division Committee shall be
elected by the members of the Division at the Division Annual General Meeting for a period of up to three
years.
