Ir LEE thanked members for their support to nominate him as a VP
candidate and he pledged to continue to serve members and the
Institution.

Observersto Council meetings

In consideration of the recommendation of the Executive on inviting
Ir Dr Raymond HO Chung Tai to continue to sit on the Council and
the Executive as observer during his term of office as Legidative
Councillor representing the Engineering Functional Constituency
(FC), Ir Patrick YUEN Se Kit enquired about the role of observer in a
meeting. In response, the President clarified that all Past Presidents
are honorary Council Members and can attend Council meetings. In



addition, the Chairman of a meeting has the discretion to invite any
member to attend and express their views in ameeting. The President
added that the Executive at its recent meeting also suggested that
Legidative Councillor of IT FC could be invited to attend Council
meetings via the current mechanism of inviting observer in the
Council. The meeting adso noted that the role of observer in a
meeting would be clarified in the next Session.

Subject to the above, the meeting resolved that Ir Dr Raymond HO
Chung Tai is to continue to sit on the Council and the Executive as
observer during his term of office as Legidative Councillor
representing the Engineering FC.
