	ELIGIBILITY

	
	Each registered trainee may apply ONCE during their Scheme “A” training, and must satisfy the criteria below:
(a) is a current HKIE Graduate member who has settled the membership subscription fee for Financial Year 2026/2027;
(b) is a registered Scheme “A” trainee and is under training for any length of period between 1 September 2025 and 31 August 2026;
(c) has not withdrawn from the training scheme;
(d) has completed at least two years of training by the end of the Application Period, i.e. 31 August 2026 (any length of training period approved for exemption, if applicable, will be counted as part of the training period completed).

	REQUIRED SUBMISSIONS

	
	(a) Application Form
(b) Scanned copy of “Training Logbook & Record of CPD”, with completed training records from the Training Start Date to the Training Completion Date (or 31 July 2026, whichever is the earlier).  The scanned pages must include the following:
(i) Personal Particulars
(ii) Detailed Training Record for the Quarter, Monthly Reports, and Quarterly Reports
(iii) Record of Continuing Professional Development
(Applicants may be disqualified if there are Monthly or Quarterly Reports missing.)
(c) Scanned copy of “Record of Training Outcomes”
(d) Other supporting documents (if applicable)

· All documents submitted should be properly endorsed by Engineering Supervisor or Training Tutors as appropriate.

	PROCEDURES

	
	(a) The completed application form should be emailed to HKIE – Training & Development Section (train@hkie.org.hk) on or before the application closing date with the subject “Application for TYA2026”.
(b) The URL or QR code to download the documents listed in III (b) to (d) should be included in the email submitting the application form, and the link should remain accessible for at least one week after the closing date to facilitate downloading by the HKIE.  NO changes should be made to the files after the Application Period.  
(c) Due to large file size, please DO NOT attach any files except the Application Form in the email sent to train@hkie.org.hk.
(d) All scanned files should be scanned to A4 size, one page per each page of the logbook, in pdf format.  Separate files should be provided for (a) Training Logbook and Record of CPD, (b) Record of Training Outcomes and (c) Other supporting documents (optional).   
(e) An acknowledgement email would be sent to all applicants by the end of the first week of September.  Please contact the Training & Development Section if you do not receive the email.

	JUDGING CRITERIA

	
	A judging panel would evaluate the submissions on the basis of content, quality, and the applicants fulfilling basic Scheme “A” requirements such as attending CPD and logbook completion.  Shortlisted candidates would be selected based on the submission.  Normally, a maximum of 5 applicants would be shortlisted and invited for interview by Judging Panel.  Results will be announced in December 2026 or earlier.
